STUDENT DRESS CODE

Students will be expected to follow the guidelines for dress set forth in the CCISD Student Handbook.

All clothes must be appropriately sized for the student. Excessively baggy or torn clothing, or clothes that cling
to the body will not be permitted. The building administrators determine whether a student’s dress is
appropriate. Failure to comply will result in the student being required to change clothes. All class time
missed is considered an unexcused absence. Repeated offenses may result in more serious disciplinary action.

No halters, strapless garments, spaghetti straps, open underarm shirts, tank tops, sheer/see-through materials
Must cover midriff
Cannot be excessively tight
Cannot be low cut
No oversized neck / off the shoulder
Must be worn over the waistline and do not exceed four inches below the waistline
Bottoms
No pajamas, boxer shorts, cut offs
No shorter than mid-thigh when seated
Skirts & dresses must be mid-thigh when seated
Tights, form fitting pants, leggings, spandex, exercise pants, and yoga pants must be covered by mid-length shorts, skirts, or
long shirts. (Open-front shirts, cardigan sweaters, and jackets are not permitted as an outer garment for leggings)
No undergarments or shorts can extend above the waistband

Must be in good repair
No shower shoes or house slippers
No flip flops

Hair styles, which in the judgment of the building administrators, pose a health or safety hazard and/or disrupt the
educational process, are not permitted

Accessories
- No visible body piercings other than ears will be allowed (e.g., ho tongue piercing)
- Hats, caps, headbands or any other types of head covering garments are not allowed on campus during the school hours
- Sunglasses may not be worn in the building
- Spiked and/or leather accessories and/or chains are not permitted (wallets, etc.)

ID Badges
- CCISD and SJCD Identification badges (ID’s) should be on your person and available during normal school hours

Miscellaneous
No visible tattoos will be allowed
Clothes, jewelry, and other accessories that contain suggestive, inappropriate, or vulgar slogans or images, or advertise
illegal products, alcohol and/or tobacco are prohibited
Any type of garment that can be interpreted as gang-related is not allowed on campus during school hours or at any school-
related activity
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
